
The University of Georgia College of Veterinary 
Medicine, founded in 1946, is dedicated to training 
future veterinarians, providing services to animal owners 
and veterinarians and conducting research to improve 
the health of animals as well as people. The college 
enrolls 96 students each fall out of more than 500 who 
apply. It has more than 130 faculty members.

Through its hospital and diagnostic laboratories, the 
College benefits pets and their owners, food producing 
animals and wildlife. The laboratories safeguard public 
health through disease surveillance. Research conducted 
at the college improves the health and quality of life for 
companion animals and improves the productivity and 
health of poultry and livestock.
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Several years ago my friend Grace, a beautiful 
Airedale, became very sick with cancer. I took her to 
the University of Georgia Veterinary Hospital where 
she received excellent treatment. I was touched by 
how much the veterinarians cared.

Much to my heartbreak though, Grace didn’t 
make it to her next birthday. But because she was such 
a loving, kindhearted dog and because I loved her so 
much, I decided to establish a fund in her honor to 
help other dogs.

The fund is named for Grace and my two current 
dogs. G.R.A.C.E. stands for Grace, Rosemary, Athena 
Canine Emergency.

My hope is the beneficiaries of the fund can 
benefit from the same kind of care Grace received. 
With your help, I’m sure they can.
