Please respond to the following topic in 500 words or less.  
 
VOICE, Veterinary Students as One in Culture and Ethnicity, aims to promote 
multiculturalism and diversity in the veterinary profession.  This means fostering 
an inclusive environment for people from different cultural backgrounds, including 
race, ethnicity, nationality, religion, gender identity, sexual orientation, socio-
economic status, age, disability status, political persuasion, experiences, etc.  
How does this apply to you and your interests in the profession?

Josh Howle Memorial Veterinary Scholarship - $500 
 
This special scholarship is given by family and friends of Josh Howle, member of 
the Class of 2007 from the UGA College of Agriculture and Environmental 
Sciences with a degree in Animal Science and a member of the Class of 2011 at 
the UGA College of Veterinary Medicine.  A native of Hartsville, SC and the son 
of Jerry Boyce and Donna Johnson Howle, Josh wanted to be a veterinarian from 
an early age.  One of Josh’s many successes was as an undergraduate student 
working for Dr. Russ Page and presenting the findings of a research project at a 
scientific meeting for the American Embryo Transfer Association and the 
Canadian Embryo Transfer Association in Canada.  “This was an international 
audience of about 300 to 350 people who are the embryo transfer industry in 
these two countries,” Page said.  “To my knowledge, Josh is the only 
undergraduate student to ever present a research paper to these two combined 



associations.  He did an excellent job with the presentation and even excelled at 
answering questions from fellow scientists.”  He will be missed by so many, but 
his legacy of success, excellence, and friendship will be carried on through this 
memorial scholarship. 
 
The purpose of the Josh Howle Memorial Scholarship is to provide a scholarship 
to a veterinary student who meets the following requirements: 

1. Preference is given to a student with a degree in animal science from the 
UGA College of Agriculture and Environmental Science. 

2. Preference is given to a student from South Carolina 
3. Requirement that recipient is in the large animal or mixed animal medicine 

emphasis, preference given to students that have a sole focus in 
reproduction. 

4. Demonstrates compassion not only for animals but also his fellow man 
5. To be considered for this scholarship, applicants should submit an essay 

of intent along with a current resume.

 Have an interest in gaining experience in the swine industry by completing 
at least a one-month internship with a swine practitioner 

o The AASV will assist you in finding an appropriate practitioner as 
your mentor

 Grant recipients will submit a written summary and evaluation of their 
experiences upon completion of the program
